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A Garden for the School 

We have known for years that plants are great part of our lives. The sad thing is, that as time goes by we see fewer vegetation due to public works and natural disasters. I want to promote a renewed organic school garden so that we can take a step forward to saving our ecosystem.
Our first step to accomplish our goal is to remove all the weeds, dead leaves and possible garbage that can be found in the junior hall garden. That way we can start from scratch and create a renewed beautiful garden. 
Our second step is to prepare the soil and we are doing that by the double-digging method. The double-digging method is the procedure in which we loosen condition and fertilize the soil in a bed the depth of 2 feet. Double digging also provides the perfect structure for supporting long term ornamental planting which is what we want.# Since we already have the measurements we only need to cut the wood. The measurements of both beds will be  3ft by 5 ft rectangular shaped frame. 
The first step to make the double-digging method is to lay out the edges of the bed. We were going to make the beds 6ft by 10 ft but it was very long and we were going to need to step on the soil and that is not good for the plants. Then we have to remove all plants that can be found on the bed area including roots. We have to make sure that we get 
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out as many roots as possible. 
After doing this we have to dig a hole 2 ft deep starting on on side of the bed. Afterwards we have to loosen the soil or the clay, we are doing that with a spade. Then we have to put the soil back in and sprinkle it with Organics Vegetable Fertilizer Spikes (which we will get at home depot) .The last step would be to move the soil or clay around so that it can get mixed up with the fertilizer.# 
Then after the soil is prepared we have to let it settle for about 5 days. After the five days have passed we are now able to plant our seeds. We are planting BURPEE Organic Carrot. The seeds will be placed about 4 inches apart from each other and 1 inch deep. 
We are also going to plant some flowers for decoration purposes. These flowers are going to be Ferry-Morse Salvia Blue Bedder Sage (this is the seed brand). The steps for this are really simple because we do not have to do the whole double-digging process. The only thing to do is to loosen the soil and fertilize it. Then we put the seed in a hole 1 inch deep. Water it and watch it grow!
As I said before the development of land for residential, commercial and industrial uses is increasing at a rapid pace, so it is really important to maintain a green environment. We are going to live in an ecosystem free world. We can’t let that happen because it will affect our vital natural resources such as water and air. #
